About All Saints by Pastor Jim 
 

     Sunday November 6th is All Saints Sunday on the Christian Calendar. I would like to talk with you 

about the saints. And I would like you to consider your sainthoodé that is: What it means to be a 

saint. For, like it or not, you and I are, by Godôs grace, saints. 
 

     Let me begin by sharing a story: It was a Saturday afternoon. The streets were full of people going 

about their business. Yet in spite of the hustle, and bustle, and din of noise, there was a certain calm, 

and order, and peace, about the whole scene. But all of a sudden that peace was shattered! Some hoo-

ligans coming home from a football game went on a rampage. They began to fight with rival fans. 

Rocks and bottles were thrown, and then, with a loud shattering noise, they knocked out the front 

window of a large store. Bedlam broke loose. People panicked and began to scream. The traffic came 

to a stop. And the pavement in front of the store was littered with broken glass. The police arrived but 

the hooligans had already fled into the crowd. The panic subsided and things got back to normal. 
 

     About an hour later two repairmen arrived on the scene. The first thing they did was to sweep up 

the broken glass. Then they tackled the window itself, as they mounted their tall ladder carefully. It 

was not a pleasant job. In fact it was quite dangerous. They had to remove all the remaining jagged 

fragments of glass without cutting themselves or letting anything fall on passer Byers. Then the old 

putty had to be removed. Next the window had to be carefully measured, after which they telephoned 

their office to send out a new piece of glass. In a little while it arrived and they proceeded to put it in. 

They knew their job and did it thoroughly. And yet they went about it quietly and without fuss. Any 

noise they did make was drowned out by the traffic. All the time they worked on the window not a 

single passerby stopped to watch them. And by now those who had actually witnessed the breaking of 

the glass were probably home. Only the store managers knew the job those two persons did. 
 

     The next dayôs newspaper had headlines about the hooligans who had smashed the window and 

went on a rampage. There were even photos of the broken window. The papers had made a great deal 

of it. But there was not a single line about the two repairmen who had done such a wonderful job that 

by the end of the day everything was back to normal. 
 

     Yes, we live in a world where, thanks largely to the mass media, the ñrepairmenò are most often 

ignored. And a visitor from another planet might well get the impression that the ñwindow breakersò 

are the more important people around, and far and away in the majority, while we know this is far 

from the case. 
 

     Well friends, thatôs my way to say that today the church sets aside a day to honor all the repairmen 

and repairwomen, those who have done, and those who still do such an excellent job, and who do so 

quietly, and often anonymously. 
 

     Or sure, as Christians it good that we remember, and are thankful for, the great and heroic saints 

like Mother Theresa, who is a hero and example I am personally especially fond of. And this is good 

and proper. 
 

     But let us not forget that on All Saints we honor and rejoice in All  the ordinary people, of the past, 

and present, who in their own ways followed Christ, and followed Him to the end! We have all 

known some of them, for God sees to it that these ordinary saints live among us all the time. Yes, the 

daily lives of all the saints, His people are often made up of great sacrifices and acts of quiet heroism.

The Season of Advent  
 

Advent is the beginning of the Church Year for most churches in the Western 
tradition. It begins on the fourth Sunday before Christmas Day, which is the 
Sunday nearest November 30, and ends on Christmas Eve (Dec 24). If Christmas 
Eve is a Sunday, it is counted as the fourth Sunday of Advent, with Christmas 
Eve proper beginning at sundown. 
 

The Meaning of "Advent"  
The word Advent  means "coming" or "arrival." The focus of the entire season is 
the celebration of the birth of Jesus the Christ in his First Advent, and the an-
ticipation of the return of Christ the King in his Second Advent. Thus, Advent is 
far more than simply marking a 2,000 year old event in history. It is celebrating 
a truth about God, the revelation of God in Christ whereby all of creation might 
be reconciled to God. That is a process in which we now participate, and the 
consummation of which we anticipate. Scripture reading for Advent will reflect 
this emphasis on the Second Advent, including themes of accountability for 
faithfulness at His coming, judgment on sin, and the hope of eternal life.  
In this double focus on past and future, Advent also symbolizes the spiritual 
journey of individuals and a congregation, as they affirm that Christ has come, 
that He is present in the world today, and that He will come again in power. 
That acknowledgment provides a basis for Kingdom ethics, for holy living arising 
from a profound sense that we live "between the times" and are called to be 
faithful stewards of what is entrusted to us as Godõs people. So, as the church 
celebrates Godõs in breaking into history in the Incarnation, and anticipates a 
future consummation to that history for which "all creation is groaning awaiting 
its redemption," it also confesses its own responsibility as a people commis-
sioned to "love the Lord your God with all your heart" and to "love your 
neighbor as yourself."

So, think of those who do obscure and routine jobs, such as cleaning a floor, or making a quilt in 

Jesusô name, and who do these things well, or those who prepare meals for others who cannot do 

so for themselves. Or think of those quiet, gentle people to whom their neighbor is as dear as them-

selves, and who give God and His kingdom first place in their lives. And the list of countless ways 

Godôs saints are saints could go on endlessly couldnôt it? 
 

For friends, the Saints are simply those who witness to the love of God, in and with their lives! 

There is no higher vocation on all the earth than that! And friends, it is our vocation too!

Consecration Sunday Is Coming 
 

Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective do not view the 
money Christians give to their church merely as a way to pay its bills.  Rather, such congregations 
see financial contributions as a way to help people grow spiritually in their relationship with God by 
supporting their churchôs mission and ministry with a percentage of their incomes. 
 

Our congregationôs stewardship board has selected the  New  Consecration  Sunday  Stewardship 
Program as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous  giving in our  steward-
ship education emphasis this year. 
 

New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver to give for his 
or her own spiritual development, rather than on the need of the church  to receive. Instead of treat-
ing people like members of a social club who should pay dues, we will treat people like  
followers of Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of discipleship. New Consecration 
Sunday encourages people toward proportionate and systematic giving in response to the question, 
ñWhat percentage of my income is God calling me to give?ò  
  
During morning worship on Consecration Sunday, we are asking our attendees and members to make 
their financial commitments to our churchôs missionary, benevolent, and educational  
ministries in this community and around the world. 
  
Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card does so voluntarily by  at-
tending morning worship on Consecration Sunday. We urge people to attend who feel strongly op-
posed to completing a card. The procedure is done in such a way that no one feels personal embar-
rassment if he or she chooses not to fill out a card. 
  
We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During morning worship our guest 
leader will conduct a brief period of instruction and inspiration, climaxed by members  
making their commitments as a confidential act of worship. 
  
We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the Consecration Sunday 
team and governing board members.   Since we will make no follow-up visits to ask people to com-
plete their cards, we will make every effort to inform, inspire, and commit everyone to attend Conse-
cration Sunday worship.

Max Lucado, the prolific author, whom the Sunday morning adult 

study is examining, has written or co-written a plethora of books.   

Bethel church library has 13 items by Lucado.  Below are the titles 

and a brief description.  These materials can be found in a variety of 

locations, but for the month of November, they will be displayed  

together on the north bookcase in the library. 
 

 God Came Near explains how God desires more for each of us than a second-hand faith.  

The explanation is clarified by the analogy of climbers seeing the top of the mountain while climb-

ing. 

 The Christmas Candle begins with a mysterious angel suddenly appearing in a lowly  

candlemakerôs shop.  The holy and the human collide in this story glowing brightly with a timeless 

message. 

 Itôs Not about Me exposes the chaos of a self-celebrated life.  Our pleasures, our problems, 

our gifts and talents suddenly gain what weôve been missing when theyôre all for the One who  

created us. 

 God can no more leave a life unchanged than a mother can leave a tear untouched.  His 

plan for us is nothing short of a new heart.  He wants us to be Just Like Jesus. 
 

 Six Hours One Friday points out that ñOur lives are not futile.  Our failures are not fatal. 

Our deaths are not final.ò  Two thousand years ago Christ firmly planted in bedrock those three  

anchor points. 

 The Applause of Heaven is a best-selling classic, a how-to book on happiness.  It is an 

encounter with the Source of joy. Lucado believes that the Beatitudes provide what we need to  

discover the joy of God. 

 The Great House of God:  Using the Lordôs Prayer as a floor plan for the Great House of 

God, Lucado introduces us to a God who desires his children to draw close to himðindeed, to live 

with him. 

 Come Thirsty says that you donôt have to live with a dehydrated heart.  God invites you to 

treat your thirsty soul as you would treat your physical thirst.  Just visit the WELL and drink 

deeply. 

 And the Angels Were Silent:  Itôs the final week.  The players are nearing the stage.  The 

props are being put into position.  All of heaven watches. It is the long-awaited week.  A week 

when no angel dared sing.  A hush fell over heaven as the God-man faced his final days. Witness 

the courage of his deeds. 
 

 Next Door Savior explores how near Jesus always is.  The fact that we canôt imagine how 

he hears a million requests as they were only one doesnôt mean he canôt or doesnôt. There is no  

person he wonôt touch.  Even though he is in heaven, he never left the neighborhood. 
 

 He Chose the Nails:  Linger on the hill of Calvary.  Rub a finger on the timber and press 

the nail into your hand.  Touch the velvet dirt, moist with blood of God.  Allow the tools of torture 

to tell their story.
